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Coal Measures





When you look at Eppleton quarry you will see this series of rocks. 


Firstly a layer of soil and clays with stones


Layer upon layer of a yellow coloured stone Magnesian limestone.


A number of layers of yellow  sand, now being dug out to be used for making cement etc.


The start of the coal measures where coal seams can be found. 


Sometimes a reef can be seen e.g. at Tunstall Hills near Sunderland.
