This picture shows what workers’ houses would have been like in Sunderland about 1880- Note the cellar for storing coal (no central heating or electricity) and the communal  (used by the community)privy and midden ( toilet and fire ash midden) at the end of the street. No toilets were found in any of the houses. Also the attic was used as an extra bedroom for big families, (very cold in winter and hot in summer).
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
